Sheriff
Chronister has been a SWAT operator, Environmental Enforcement detective, Warrants Unit
detective/supervisor, Narcotics Section detective/supervisor, Intellipence Unit detective/supervisor,
Dignitary Protection Detail superviser, deputy commander of the Community Qutreach Division, and
commander of Patrol District ITI. He was most recently the Colonel in charge of the Department of
Operational Support. Sheriff Chronister is also co-chairman of the Regional Domestic Security Task

Force, Region IV Tampa Bay.

Sheriff Chronister credits his family and faith for his personal and professional successes. Of particular
note was his grandfather, Jack Bentivegna “Nanu™ Jack instilled in him a passion for service to others,
to work for the greater good and to always fight the good fight. Sheriff Chronister’s desire to enter law
enforcement was sparked by his grandfather’s mentoring. Nanu Jack spoke from a position of
experience, having served his country as a decorated Marine in combat missions at Guadalcanal, Iwo
Jima and Guam during World War II. Nanu Jack passed away in 2013, but his zpirit and legacy live on.
